Locating the Detector

For optimum protection, the AMA-100 should be placed in clear
view of their intended area of protection. Curtains, blinds and
other window coverings will absorb sound energy from the
shattering glass. If this is a potential problem, mount the detector
as close as possible to the protected glass.

Note: Do not mount the detector on the same wall as the
protected glass or near objects, such as speakers, that produce
prolonged sounds.

The AFT-100 glassbreak simulator provides the
most reliable and accurate indication of the
correct mounting location for the detector.

Do not install the detector beyond the
maximum recommended range, even if the
glasshreak simulator reports additional

range. Future changes in room acoustics
